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DESCRIPTION:





Shoryuken Street Fighter Font v1.11 CE is a TrueType Font based upon the Street Fighter II logo. This font is Freeware. The font includes support for most common characters as well as some special characters. This release reduces the size of the files and adds a new installation program (written by myself).





NOTES FROM THE AUTHOR:





Hi, my name is Joseph M. Pence, and I’m a 17-year old sophomore student at the University of Kentucky.





Shoryuken Street Fighter was my first font. It is a handwriting-style TrueType font based on the Street Fighter II logo. This version (Championship Edition) clears up many of the bugs in the first version.





This font, Shoryuken Street Fighter, was developed using the Softy shareware font editing/creation program. A copy of this program can be found at http://www.shareware.com. I highly encourage and promote the use of this program.

INSTALLING THE FONT:





This version of the font includes a primitive self-extraction batch file for Windows 3.x and Windows 32-bit. Very sorry, but it was the best I could do. If you’re unhappy, contact WinZip (support@winzip.com) and tell them to make their WinZip Self-Extractor free to Freeware producers. Anyhow, here’s some instructions:





For Win3.x users:





Extract the files. Run win3x.bat (it will delete itself and all unneccessary files once it is finished). Go into Control Panel, then go into Fonts. Click on the Add button. Shoryuken will be in your C:\windows\system folder along with all your other fonts. Select it, then click on OK.





For Win95 and WinNT users:





Extract the files. Run win32.bat (it will delete itself and all unneccessary files once it is finished). Windows will automatically install the font.





For those of you who are scared of install programs:





I’ve included a copy of sfii.ttf in the main zip. Unzip it to your C:\windows\system\ folder if you have a Win3.x computer or your C:\windows\fonts\ folder if you have a Win32 computer. Follow the Win3.x instructions above if you have a Win3.x computer (ignore the first two sentences.) If you have a Win32 computer, open your C:\windows\fonts directory. Windows will then install the font automatically.
